Group leaders of the Parenting Training and Small 
Group Therapy Dinosaur Treatment programs can 
come from a variety of helping professions, such as 
social work, cognitive psychology, nursing, 
medicine and education. At least one of the two 
group leaders should have at least a Masters 
degree. Group leaders of the Teacher Classroom 
Management program may be experienced 
teachers, school psychologists, principals, or social 
workers with school-related background. The 
Classroom Dinosaur prevention program is 
delivered by preschool or primary school teachers 
possessing a bachelor’s degree at minimum.

Training is not required, but is highly 
recommended. There are self-study materials. 

Training by a certified mentor or trainer is the first 
required step to become certified/accredited as a 
group leader. Group leader certification is required 
to conduct any research projects using The 
Incredible Years programs.
